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Projected Economic Impact of Federal Stimulus on Idaho Weatherization Projects

Introduction

The Community Action Partnership Association of Idaho (CAPAI) weatherizes low-income homes to increase safety and improve the residents’ quality of life. CAPAI divides Idaho into six regions, each served by its own agency. CAPAI will receive $30.3 million of federal stimulus money to expand its operations through 2011. This money will be divided among the six regions.

The stimulus money will be spent in various ways each having different final economic impacts on the state of Idaho. Most of the money will go to Idaho employees.  This money will be spent by Idaho residents and will have a ripple effect on economic activity in the regions and the state.  There will be a substantial amount of money spent on materials and supplies.  While these materials and supplies will be purchased from local suppliers, most will have been produced outside the state.  The economic impact of these monies on the state and its regions will be limited to the services provided by local retailers, wholesalers, and those that provide transportation services.  Lastly, the savings in energy costs will be passed on to the households.  This will increase the purchasing power of these households and, as with wages, have a ripple effect on economic activity in the regions and the state.

We have paired CAPAI’s historic spending data with an economic Input-Output model to estimate the secondary and final impacts the stimulus money will have on jobs, earnings, and output in Idaho by region.  We have also extended some of our regional analysis to the county level. A short description of Input-Output analysis is attached to the end of this report.

SEICAA Projected Economic Impact

The SEICAA region/agency encompasses 7 counties in southeast Idaho.  (See the table on page 1)

1. The region will receive $3,530,086 of federal stimulus money to expand its operations through 2011.  Based on past spending patterns, Table 1 shows our projections on how that money will be spent.

2. This will increase output of all goods and services in the seven county area by $7,633,605.  (Table 2)

3. This will generate earnings (wages, salaries, rent, interest, and profit) of $2,286,078.  (Table 2)

4. This will increase employment by the equivalent of 78 fulltime jobs.  (Table 2)

Table 1 gives the breakdown of how SEICAA is projected to spend its $3,530,086 of stimulus money.  Of this, $1,443,040 will be spent on Materials, $976,182 on Labor, and $1,110,864 on Support (i.e. overhead).  None of the purchased materials will be produced locally.  The economic impact on the region will result from the $976,182 spent for local labor, the $1,110,864 spent locally for Support, the $1,117,795 of energy savings realized by households, and the transportation and wholesale margins shown in the next table.  

These numbers are inputted into the Input-Output model; Table 2 gives the results.
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For the SEICAA region the results can also be summarized as follows.  

For each $1 million dollars spent:

· Regional output increases by $2.16 million

· Regional income increases by $648,000

· Regional employment increases by the equivalent of 22.1 full-time equivalent positions

The projections in Table 2 account for all the spending on materials and labor but account for only the energy savings occurring during the 2-year timeline of the stimulus spending; however, the energy savings from weatherization services will continue for several years. If we assume the annual energy savings of $558,898 will reoccur each year for 10 years, then, given our initial stimulus spending of $3,530,086, SEICAA will realize an internal rate of return of 9.36% on its weatherization investment. In other words: if you think of SEICAA’s spending on home weatherization as an investment, and the future energy savings as the return on the investment, then SEICAA earns an average annual rate of return of 9.36% for 10 years.

We should note that the absence of these future returns from our study make our economic impact projections conservative estimates.  In addition, we do not include the value of any environmental improvements that would result from reduced energy consumption.  This too, contributes to the conservative bias of our estimates.
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Table 3 estimates the projected final economic impact in SEICAA by county. We must note that because the RIMS II multipliers are purely regional, the county estimates in Table 3 are less accurate than the aggregated regional estimates in Table 2. Because so few of the sales and so little of the labor will come from the smaller counties, the economic impacts in the smaller counties are likely overstated, which means that the impact in the county hosting the weatherization office is likely to be understated.

El-Ada Projected Economic Impact

The El-Ada region/agency encompasses 3 counties in southwestern Idaho.  (See the table on page 1)

1. The region will receive $5,091,642 of federal stimulus money to expand its operations through 2011.  Based on past spending patterns, Table 1 shows our projections on how that money will be spent.

2. This will increase output of all goods and services in the three county area by $11,415,767.  (Table 2)

3. This will generate earnings (wages, salaries, rent, interest, and profit) of $3,302,067.   (Table 2)

4. This will increase employment by the equivalent of 105.8 fulltime jobs.  (Table 2)

Table 1 gives the breakdown of how El-ADA is projected to spend its $5,091,642 of stimulus money.  Of this, $2,736,078 will be spent on Materials, $1,552,978 on Labor, and $802,587 on Support (i.e. overhead).  Of the $2,736,078 spent on materials, only $269,305 will be produced locally.  The economic impact on the region will result from the $269,305 spent on local production, the $1,552,978 spent for local labor, the $802,587 spent locally for Support, the $1,719,292 of energy savings realized by households, and the transportation and wholesale margins shown in the next table.
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Secondary Impact


These numbers are inputted into the Input-Output model; Table 2 gives the results.
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For the El-Ada region the results can also be summarized as follows.

For each $1 million dollars spent:

a. Regional output increases by $2.24 million

b. Regional income increases by $650,000

c. Regional employment increases by the equivalent of 20.6 full-time equivalent positions


The projections in Table 2 account for all the spending on materials and labor but account for only the energy savings occurring during the 2-year timeline of the stimulus spending; however, the energy savings from weatherization services will continue for several years. If we assume the annual energy savings of $859,646 will reoccur for 10 years, then, given our initial stimulus spending of $5,091,642, El-Ada will realize an internal rate of return of 10.86% on its weatherization investment. In other words: if you think of El-Ada’s spending on home weatherization as an investment, and the future energy savings as the return from the investment, then El-Ada’s investment earns an average annual rate of return of 10.86% for 10 years.

We should note that the absence of these future returns from our study make our economic impact projections conservative estimates. In addition, we do not include the value of any environmental improvements that would result from reduced energy consumption.  This too, contributes to the conservative bias of our estimates.
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Table 3 estimates the projected final economic impact in El-Ada by county. We must note that because the RIMS II multipliers are purely regional, the county estimates in Table 3 are less accurate than the aggregated regional estimates in Table 2. Because so few of the sales and so little of the labor will come from the smaller counties, the economic impacts in the smaller counties are likely overstated, which means that the impact in the county hosting the weatherization office is likely to be understated.

SCCAP Projected Economic Impact

The SCCAP region/agency encompasses 8 counties in south central Idaho.  (See the table on page 1)

1. The region will receive $4,050,605 of federal stimulus money to expand its operations through 2011.  Based on past spending patterns, Table 1 shows our projections on how that money will be spent.

2. This will increase output of all goods and services in the eight county area by $9,149,307.  (Table 2)

3. This will generate earnings (wages, salaries, rent, interest, and profit) of $2,874,919.  (Table 2) Table 1 gives the breakdown of how SCCAP is projected to spend its $4,050,605 of stimulus money.  Of this, $1,631,220 will be spent on Materials, $1,261,816 on Labor, and $1,157,569 on Support (i.e. overhead).
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This will increase employment by the equivalent of 97.5 full time jobs.  (Table 2)  

Table 1 gives the breakdown of how SCCAP is projected to spend its $4,050,605 of stimulus money.  Of this, $1,631,220 will be spent on Materials, $1,261,816 on Labor, and $1,157,569 on Support (i.e. overhead).  Of the $1,631,220 spent on materials, only $411,413 will be produced locally.  The economic impact on the region will result from the $411,413 spent on local production, the $1,261,816 spent for local labor, the $1,157,569 spent locally for Support, the $818,537 of energy savings realized by households, and the transportation and wholesale margins shown in the next table.

These numbers are inputted into the Input-Output model; Table 2 gives the results.
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For the SCCAP region the results can also be summarized as follows.

For each $1 million dollars spent:

a. Regional output increases by $2.26 million

b. Regional income increases by $710,000

c. Regional employment increases by the equivalent of 24 full-time equivalent positions

The projections in Table 2 only account for the energy savings occurring during the 2-year timeline of the stimulus spending; however, the energy savings from weatherization services will continue for several years. If we assume the annual energy savings of $409,269 will reoccur for 10 years, then, given our initial stimulus spending of $4,050,605 SCCAP will realize an internal rate of return of 0.19% on its weatherization investment. In other words: if you think of SCCAP’s spending on home weatherization as an investment, and the future energy savings as the returns from the investment, then SCCAP’s investment earns an average annual rate of return of 0.19% for 10 years. This rate of return is much lower than for the other regions. This is because the lower cost of energy in SCCAP discounts the value of the energy saved.

We should note that the absence of these future returns from our study make our economic impact projections conservative estimates.  In addition, we do not include the value of any environmental improvements that would result from reduced energy consumption.  This too, contributes to the conservative bias of our estimates.
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Table 3 estimates the projected final economic impact in SCCAP by county. We must note that because the RIMS II multipliers are purely regional, the county estimates in Table 3 are less accurate than the aggregated regional estimates in Table 2. Because so few of the sales and so little of the labor will come from the smaller counties, the economic impacts in the smaller counties are likely overstated, which means that the impact in the county hosting the weatherization office is likely to be understated.

CCOA Projected Economic Impact

The CCOA region/agency encompasses 7 counties in west Idaho.  (See the table on page 1)

1. The region will receive $4,571,123 of federal stimulus money to expand its operations through 2011.  Based on past spending patterns, Table 1 shows our projections on how that money will be spent.

2. This will increase output of all goods and services in the seven county area by $9,909,514.  (Table 2)

This will generate earnings (wages, salaries, rent, interest, and profit) of $2,961,522.  (Table 2)This will increase employment by the equivalent of 99.8 fulltime jobs.  (Table 2)

Table 1 gives the breakdown of how CCOA is projected to spend its $4,571,123 of stimulus money.  Of this, $1,811,720 will be spent on Materials, $1,521,490 on Labor, and $1,237,913 on Support (i.e. overhead).  Of the $1,811,720 spent on materials, only $349,952 will be produced locally.  The economic impact on the region will result from the $349,952 spent on local production, the $1,521,490 spent for local labor, the $1,237,913 spent locally for Support, the $1,548,915 of energy savings realized by households, and the transportation and wholesale margins shown in the next table.

These numbers are inputted into the Input-Output model; Table 2 gives the results.

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For the CCOA region the results can also be summarized as follows.

For each $1 million dollars spent:

a. Regional output increases by $2.17 million

b. Regional income increases by $648,000

c. Regional employment increases by the equivalent of 21.8 full-time equivalent positions

The projections in Table 2 only account for the energy savings occurring during the 2-year timeline of the stimulus spending; however, the energy savings from weatherization services will continue for several years. If we assume the annual energy savings of $774,458 will reoccur for 10 years, then, given our initial stimulus spending of $4,571,123, CCOA will realize an internal rate of return of 10.95% on its weatherization investment. In other words: if you think of CCOA’s spending on home weatherization as an investment, and the future energy savings as the return from the investment, then CCOA’s investment earns an average annual rate of return of 10.95% for 10 years.

We should note that the absence of these future returns from our study make our economic impact projections conservative estimates.  In addition, we do not include the value of any environmental improvements that would result from reduced energy consumption.  This too, contributes to the conservative bias of our estimates.

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Table 3 estimates the projected final economic impact in CCOA by county. We must note that because the RIMS II multipliers are purely regional, the county estimates in Table 3 are less accurate than the aggregated regional estimates in Table 2. Because so few of the sales and so little of the labor will come from the smaller counties, the economic impacts in the smaller counties are likely overstated, which means that the impact in the county hosting the weatherization office is likely to be understated.

EICAP Projected Economic Impact

The EICAP region/agency encompasses 9 counties in eastern Idaho.   (See the table on page 1)

1. The region will receive $3,269,828 of federal stimulus money to expand its operations through 2011.  Table 1 shows our projections on how that money will be spent.

2. This will increase output of all goods and services in the nine county area by $7,040,708.  (Table 2)

3. This will generate earnings (wages, salaries, rent, interest, and profit) of $2,004,517.  (Table 2)

4. This will increase employment by the equivalent of 70.9 full time jobs.  (Table 2)

Table 1 gives the breakdown of how EICAP is projected to spend its $3,269,828 of stimulus money.  Of this, $985,016 will be spent on Materials, $834,646 on Labor, and $1,450,166 on Support (i.e. overhead).  
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None of the purchased materials will be produced locally.  The economic impact on the region will result from the $834,646 spent for local labor, the $1,450,166 spent locally for Support, the $808,953 of energy savings realized by households, and the transportation and wholesale margins shown in the next table.

These numbers are inputted into the Input-Output model; Table 2 gives the results.
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For the EICAP region the results can also be summarized as follows.

For each $1 million dollars spent:

a. Regional output increases by $2.15 million

b. Regional income increases by $613,000

c. Regional employment increases by the equivalent of 21.7 full-time equivalent positions

The projections in Table 2 only account for the energy savings occurring during the 2-year timeline of the stimulus spending; however, the energy savings from weatherization services will continue for several years. If we assume the annual energy savings of $404,477 will reoccur for 10 years, then, given our initial stimulus spending of $3,269,828, EICAP will realize an internal rate of return of 4.07% on its weatherization investment. In other words: if you think of EICAP’s spending on home weatherization as an investment, and the future energy savings as the return from the investment, then EICAP’s investment earns an average annual rate of return of 4.07% for 10 years.

We should note that the absence of these future returns from our study make our economic impact projections conservative estimates.  In addition, we do not include the value of any environmental improvements that would result from reduced energy consumption.  This too, contributes to the conservative bias of our estimates.

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Table 3 estimates the projected final economic impact in EICAP by county. We must note that because the RIMS II multipliers are purely regional, the county estimates in Table 3 are less accurate than the aggregated regional estimates in Table 2. Because so few of the sales and so little of the labor will come from the smaller counties, the economic impacts in the smaller counties are likely overstated, which means that the impact in the county hosting the weatherization office is likely to be understated.

CAP Projected Economic Impact

The CAP region/agency encompasses 10 counties in northern Idaho.  Based on past spending patterns, Table 1 shows our projections on how that money will be spent.

1. The region will receive $6,392,935 of federal stimulus money to expand its operations through 2011.  (Table 2)

2. This will increase output of all goods and services in the ten county area by $13,368,286.  (Table 2)

3. This will generate earnings (wages, salaries, rent, interest, and profit) of $4,101,455.  (Table 2)

4. This will increase employment by the equivalent of 136.8 fulltime jobs.  (Table 2)

Table 1 gives the breakdown of how CAP is projected to spend its $6,392,935 of stimulus money.  Of this, $2,722,390 will be spent on Materials, $2,014,973 on Labor, and $1,655,572 on Support (i.e. overhead).  None of the purchased materials will be produced locally.  The economic impact on the region will result from the $2,014,973 spent for local labor, the $1,655,572 spent locally for Support, the $1,688,745 of energy savings realized by households, and the transportation and wholesale margins shown in the next table.
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These numbers are inputted into the Input-Output model; Table 2 gives the results.

For the CAP region the results can also be summarized as follows.

For each $1 million dollars spent:

a. Regional output increases by $2.09 million

b. Regional income increases by $642,000

c. Regional employment increases by the equivalent of 21.4 full-time equivalent positions

The projections in Table 2 only account for the energy savings occurring during the 2-year timeline of the stimulus spending; however, the energy savings from weatherization services will continue for several years. If we assume the annual energy savings of $844,373 will reoccur for 10 years, then, given our initial stimulus spending of $6,392,936, CAP will receive an internal rate of return of 5.41% on its weatherization investment. In other words: if you think of CAP’s spending on home weatherization as an investment, and the future energy savings as the return from the investment, then CAP’s investment earns an average annual rate of return of 5.41% for 10 years.

We should note that the absence of these future returns from our study make our economic impact projections conservative estimates. Table 3 estimates the projected final economic impact in CAP by county. We must note that because the RIMS II multipliers are purely regional, the county estimates in Table 3 are less accurate than the aggregated regional estimates in Table 2. Because so few of the sales and so little of the labor will come from the smaller counties, the economic impacts in the smaller counties are likely overstated, which means that the impact in the county hosting the weatherization office is likely to be understated.

CAPAI/IDHW Projected Economic Impact

The CAPAI agency headquarters and the Idaho Department of Health and Welfare are in Ada County.

1. The CAPAI headquarters will spend $ 3,098,000 of federal stimulus money on training and administrative services through 2011.

2. The IDHW spend $337,710 of federal stimulus money on administrative services through 2011.
3. This will increase output of all goods and services in the state by $7,668,848.

4. This will generate earnings (wages, salaries, rent, interest, and profit) of $2,930,317. 
5. This will increase employment by the equivalent of 89.3 fulltime jobs.

Table 1 shows how the total economic impacts from the CAPAI and IDHW spending are calculated.

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Summary of Statewide Economic Impacts

The following three tables summarize the final economic impacts on Output, Earnings, and Employment that are projected to occur throughout the state from the weatherization program. The final column in each table gives the ratio between the total economic impact and direct economic impact.

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From these three tables we see that the $30,341,930 of federal stimulus money will result in the following economic impacts:

1. A statewide increase in final output of $66,186,036.

2. A statewide increase in earnings of $20,460,865.

ADDENDUM:  A SHORT EXPLANATION OF INPUT-OUTPUT ANALYSIS
Industries in the U.S., and in any country, are inter-related.  If the output in one industry increases, it must purchase inputs from other industries.  Those second industries must then purchase inputs from their suppliers in other industries and it goes on to each succeeding each, each time getting smaller and finally stopping.

The purchases from each industry result in income earned by workers in that industry.  The workers then spend their income which results in a repetition of the steps outlined in the preceding paragraph.

Using the Input-Output technique, we can estimate the impact an activity will have on the region’s output, income and employment.

Once we have the table describing the relationships among industries and the patterns of spending by households, it is a mathematical process to estimate the impact of an event.  In Idaho the Input-Output analysis has been used to show the impact of the dairy industry on the economies of the Magic Valley and the Treasure Valley, the impact the Idaho National Laboratory has on the economy of Eastern Idaho and the State, the projected impact the expanding wine industry will have on the Treasure Valley, and the impact that Micron Technology has on the Treasure Valley.

Using the weatherization spending as an example:

The Direct Effect
1. In each region, people are employed to evaluate the needs of each home.  Materials and equipment are bought.

2. As a result, the region’s output, income, and employment increase.

The Indirect Effect
1. Those who produce and sell these products must then buy their inputs from other industries.  So, the products used to produce insulation and the glass and wood and hardware for windows and doors must be purchased from other industries.

2. This requires the local producers of materials used to produce insulation, and the producers of glass, wood, and hardware to purchase their inputs from other industries.

3. This goes on and on but each step is smaller than the preceding step and the process eventually ends.

As a result the region’s output, income, and employment experience another increase.

The Induced Effect
1. Then, the workers in each of these industries, that received income for their part in producing all these goods, go to the market and buy groceries, clothing, haircuts, gasoline, …

2. Those that produce and sell these consumer goods must then buy the inputs to produce them.

3. Those that produce and sell the inputs of the consumer goods in #6 must then buy the inputs for their goods.

4. This goes on and on but each step is smaller than the preceding step and the process eventually ends.

Again, the region’s output, income, and employment experience another increase.

The Total Effect

1. The summation of the Initial Effect, the Indirect Effect, and the Induced Effect.

We have used the data and model called RIMS II developed by the Bureau of Economic Analysis of the U.S. Department of Commerce.  They have used the basic information from a national Input-Output table and have disaggregated to the state and sub-state levels.  The alternative would be to use a survey to collect original data and build a region-specific model.  Obviously, using this model is much less expensive, both in time and money.  Further information on the model can be accessed on the website of the Bureau of Economic Analysis.
